CALL FOR PROPOSALS

District 64 Teachers and Staff,

Once again, it is time to gather your innovative ideas for submission to the annual Elementary Learning Foundation Grants program.  The deadline for grant applications is Thursday, March 1, 2012.
Since the founding of the Elementary Learning Foundation, we have awarded almost $ 561,000 in grants.  This program continues to grow and enrich our District through your creative and innovative ideas.  In 2011, twelve grants were awarded, totaling over $ 60,000.  We often receive proposals well in excess of the funds available each year.   While ELF would like to fund each and every grant, the Board of Trustees has the challenge of narrowing down the recipients to match its available funds.

With this in mind, we would like to share with you the criteria the Grant Committee uses to select grants.  Each grant is evaluated with the following questions:

· Does the grant represent a unique or creative opportunity for the children?

· Is the grant idea described clearly and concisely?

· What learning outcomes will this grant support and/or enrich or what curriculum will be enhanced?
· How many students will benefit from the grant? (class, grade-level, school-wide, department, district-wide)
· Are all resources, scheduling and budget specifications researched and documented?
· Has the building administrator, department chair and/or Director of Technology reviewed and signed off on the grant?
· How will the grant recipient share results with the greater District 64 community?
Once the committee reads each grant application, it has the difficult task of ranking each grant.  In general, new and innovative programs receive a higher ranking than grants requesting the continued support of an existing program.  In addition, some consideration is made for grant requests that are complementary to the broader initiatives of the District and the Strategic Plan.  While the process is not a science, it is an attempt to help ensure that your innovative ideas have the maximum impact upon District 64 learners.
